Columbia Springs’ On-site Education invites students of all ages to
explore the site as a resource for learning through outdoor education,
service as a volunteer, and academic enhancement. This year 5,500
elementary school students from around Clark County will visit
Columbia Springs and come face-to-face with many of the plants,
animals, and ecosystems they have been learning about in the classroom.
On our 100-acre campus their learning will come to life.

Conservation

Columbia Springs’ Conservation upholds the highest standards in
monitoring, protecting, and maintaining the site’s cultural and historical
characteristics. This area builds on our reputation as a recreational
resource and a value as a place for natural habitat. The site is also a
primary watershed for the Vancouver Trout Hatchery’s water supply, and
a living catalog of amphibian species. Areas of significance to the site
and its corridor have been identified as high-priority sites for protection
and historical and cultural interpretation.

Columbia Springs’ Communities extends our ability to conserve and
maintain the footpath and its system of shelters and facilities. Columbia
Springs’ Communities will engage people from many walks of life

in the important work of the site’s enhancement for community use.
The communities support has already assisted us in supporting trail
restoration and 100’s of volunteers donate 1000’s of hours to the site
annually. Our volunteers are a dedicated group of men and women who
demonstrate extraordinary commitment.

Columbia Springs’ Causes awakens “sustainability consciousness” in
the many communities touched by the site and programs, highlighting
its value as a recreational, volunteer, educational, and environmental
resource. Our outreach programs and events are enhancing
environmental education and teaching sustainable practices.
